To discover the origins of
the three major races of hu-
manity, one must study the
genealogies of Noah's three
sons in Genesis 10. Ja-
pheth was the progenitor of
those who migrated toward
Europe and became the

Caucasian race. Shem was the progenitor of those
who migrated throughout the Middle East and Asia,
the majority of which became the Mongolian race.
Ham was the progenitor of those who migrated
south to Africa and became the Negro race. For the
same reason that men were divided by the different
languages spoken today which originated at Babel,
so the division of men by different races provided
the means by which "...the Lord scattered them
abroad over the face of all the earth." (Gen. 11:9)
Why were they scattered? After the Flood, God
said, "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the
earth."

"lt has become a dwelling place of demons...for all
nations have drunk the wine of her impure pas-
sion..." (Rev. 18:2) lt is credited with being the
"mother of...earth's abominations." (Rev. 17:5) The
Babylon effect can be witnessed in America's major
cities where liberal ideology concentrates and crime
rates continue to soar.

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As Nehemiah faced opposition from Sanballat, Tobi-
ah, Geshem and their followers (Neh.

society started here with the Critical Theory. The
Critical Theory criticized every pillar of Western
culture, family, free market, common law, and the
freedom of speech to name some. A book was
co-authored by another nut job named Theodor
Adorno. The book was called The Authoritarian
Personality. The subject matter of this book was
about redefining traditional American views on
gender roles and sexual mores as Adorno thought
they were prejudice. Adorno compared them to
the traditions that led to the rise of Fascism in Eu-
rope hence why the modern day mentally chal-
lenged nut jobs call traditionalist Americans who
hold on to their heritage Fascists or Nazis.

Coffman continued... ln these psychotic lectures
graphic sexual matter was introduced to children
and they were taught that promiscuous activity was
okay. ln 1923, Georg Luk6cs met another mental-
ly challenged Marxist nut job named Felix Weil.

Railing
against all things "establishment," The Frankfurt
School's ideals caught on like wildfire across
American universities. Marcuse then published a
book called Repressive Tolerance in 1965 as the
various social movements in America were in full
swing. ln it, he argued that tolerance of all values
and ideas meant the repression of "correct" ideas.
It was here that Marcuse coined the term
"liberating tolerance." lt called for tolerance of any

ideas coming from the left but intolerance of those
from the right. One of the themes of the Frankfurt
School was total intolerance for any viewpoint but
its own. That is also a basic trait of today,s politi-
cal-correctness nut jobs. ln turn, this has contrib-
uted to the undeniable breakdown of the family
unit, as well as identity politics, radical feminism,
and racial polarization in American society.
